Summary: Over the last decade of the twentieth century, labor migration abroad has
emerged as a pioneering policy spearheaded by our Party and State. This strategic initiative
serves as a cornerstone in addressing social security challenges, mitigating unemployment,
accelerating poverty alleviation efforts, enhancing the quality of human resources,
augmentingforeign exchange reserves and fostering socio-economic development.
However, like any policy, there are inherent complexities, particularly concerning the
welfare of children when their parents work abroad. Drawing upon survey data from a
ministerial-level project chaired by the author between 2019 and 2020, this articles
crutinizes the impact of parental migration on children's rights, including access to
healthcare, education, and recreational activities, within their home country. Based on this
analysis, the article puts forth a series of recommendations aimed at safeguarding children's
rights and well-being in the context of parental migration.
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
