Based on the results of
surveys on Vietnamese living standards from 2012 to 2022, the article shows that
education gradually had a positive impact on people's income. The higher the education
is, the higher the income is, and the income gap between income groups is also
different. In particular, vocational education plays a positive role in the difference in
income of workers in the Mekong Delta. These findings are the basis for proposing
education and training policies in the Mekong Delta in the future.
