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Abstract: The human-centered principle has been widely used by countries in recent
decades to increase the success of social development policies, ensure that all groups of
people benefit from policies, overcome problems such as inequity, people do not participate
in policy development or policies do not come from their needs and experiences. By studying
secondary documents, the article shows the advantages of human-centred policy design, and
points out four suggestions for Vietnam in building and implementing policies to ensure that
“no one is left behind”, while optimally mobilizing human resources for social development.
