Chinh vi thé, xdy dung cac trung tim dudng ldo voi sy
hop tac giita nha nudc va tu nhan 13 can thiét nham giam b6t chi phi cham séc hudng
t6i sy binh dang trong qua trinh thy huong dbi véi NCT.
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Abstract: Caring for the elderly is considered one of the important tasks to adapt to the
rapidly aging population process in Vietnam today with the participation of main subjects:
the state, family, community and private sector. The results show that, while the coverage
of the social security system is limited, the family is still the main subject responsible for
the role of taking care of the elderly despite changes in the way of ensuring security. Along
with that, the role of the community mainly focuses on taking care of the spiritual life of the
elderly. Therefore, the involvement of the private sector in the field of elderly care is an
inevitable trend. However, the financial capacity of the majority of the elderly and their
families is not consistent with the costs of current private nursing centers. Therefore,
building nursing centers with cooperation between the state and the private sector is
necessary to reduce care costs towards equality in the benefit process for the elderly.
