Abstract: Cultural capital plays a critical role in the development of livelihood for
rural communities and areas of ethnic minorities. The importance of cultural capital in
livelihood development is deepening. The cultural capital that an individual receives
and inherits strongly affects their livelihood opportunities. Compared to men, women
are more frequently the transmitters and heirs of cultural capital from their families. In
the current context, cultural capital is becoming increasingly pivotal in livelihood
development for ethnic minority women in general and Hmong women in particular.
They utilized cultural capital transmitted through generations to develop livelihood
activities, create new livelihoods, as well as diversify and increase the efficiency of their
livelihoods. Based on survey data from Pa Co Commune, Mai Chau District, Hoa Binh
Province in 2022, this article focuses on illuminating the use of cultural capital sources
by Hmong women in livelihood activities, through which it evaluates the effectiveness
of cultural capital usage in the livelihood activities of Hmong women.
