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Abstract: After 1975, implementing the Party and State's policies, the policy of
building new economic regions was implemented in the Central Highlands, Mekong
Delta, Southeast, with the purpose of exploiting and redistributing labor between
regions and industries to increase social labor productivity. The new economic zone of
Minh Hai province is also part of the policy of redistributing the labor force nationwide.
From 1976 to 1985, a large number of residents of Ha Nam Ninh province volunteered
to go to farms in Minh Hai province to reclaim land and start a business. Thanks to the
diligence, compassion, and hard work of the pioneers who built the new economic zone,
The land of “wild forest and weeds” gradually became a rich and developed land. This
research can serve as a reference for addressing current migration issues in Vietnam.
