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Abstract: Population aging is taking place on a global scale at a rapid pace and affects all
aspects of social life. Along with that is the change in family structure, in which the nuclear
family model has become predominant, that affects the care of the elderly today. Developing
models of elderly care in the community is becoming an inevitable need when the family
institution has changed but the social security system has not yet ensured coverage. On the
basis of studying and evaluating a number of domestic and international models of elderly care,
through a document review method, the article poses problems for the care of the elderly in the
context of population aging in Vietnam today.
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
