Tém tit: Trong nhitng nim vira qua, cac to chirc tai chinh vi mé (TCVM) tai Viét Nam da cung ung
dich vu tai chinh uvu dai cho phu nit ¢6 thu nhap thép, dac biét 1a phu nir ngheo. Viéc trao quyén cho
phu nit thong qua cac hoat dong cung Gmg dich vu tai chinh nay s& tac dong dén thu nhap va rui ro tin
dung, tir d6 anh huéng dén kha ning sinh loi cling nhur hiéu qua hoat dong cua céac to chic TCVM
(D’Espallier, Guérin, & Mersland, 2013; Abdulai & Tewari, 2017; Lopatta & ctg, 2017). Tuy nhién,
viéc cho vay ddi véi cac khach hang 1a phu nir c6 thuc su dem lai hi¢u qua cho cac td chitc TCVM hay
khong 1a mot van dé can duoc quan tdm nghién ctu. Nghién ctru nay dugc thuc hién nhdm muc tiéu
xac dinh tac dong cua viéc trao quyén cho phu ni dén hiéu qua hoat dong cua cac td chirc TCVM Viét
Nam. Nghién ctru sir dung phuong phap GMM h¢ thong (SGMM) véi dir ligu 26 t6 chirc TCVM Viét
Nam trong giai doan 2013-2017. Két qua nghién ctru cho thay, viéc trao quyén cho phu nir c6 tac dong
tich cuc dén hiéu qua hoat dong cua cac t6 chitc TCVM, thé hién qua khia canh kha ning sinh loi
(ROA, ROE), kha ning tu bén viing trong hoat dong (OSS) va hiéu qua phan bd (SE). Trén co so két
qua nghién ctru, tic gia dé xuat cac ham y chinh sach nham nang cao hiéu qua hoat dong cua céac to
chirc TCVM Viét Nam.
