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Abstract: The article summarizes secondary information and previous
literature on the situation and the quality of women’s participation in the
National Assembly and People’s Councils at all levels in Vietnam. The focus is
on analyzing the factors that prevent women from participating in elected
bodies and consequently, this paper aims to propose advanced solutions and
preparations for the coming election for the 2021-2026 term. In consistent with
previous literature, the findings from this article show that, although the
proportion of women participating in elected organizations in Vietnam is
higher than many other countries, the improvement amongst previous periods

has been slow, especially at the women participation at the provincial and
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central elected bodies. Restrictions and barriers for women come from many
factors, including changes in policies and operational mechanisms; other
factors coming from persistent stereotypes in society’s awareness on gender

equality and women’s perceptions and capacities.
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
