He has a huge number of works,
including his main works “Great waves of Kagawa”, series of “36 views of Mountaint Fuji”, “One hundred
views of Mountaint Fuji”, “Red Fuji”, “Rare views of famous landscapes”™ ...The decorative element in
Hokusai artworks is the uniqueness of Japanese spirit, exquisite aesthetics, beautiful composition, depicting
large, immense space. Between the contrast of large scenes and vivid realistic details. Between array and
stroke. Between warm and cool colors. Between movement and stillness. The beauty of line, shapes and
patches creates a unique landscape with simple yet effective drawing techniques. Hokusai is considered ones

of the greatest masters in the history of art.

1. Issue statment

Hokusai is one of the most iconic artists of Japanese
art in the second half of the 19th century. He is famous
for his woodblock prints of landscapes.

The main works “Great Waves of Kanagawa", the
series "Thirty-six Views of Mount Fuji", "A Hundred
Images from the Sea", "Cold Wind in the Sky" series,
“Rare views of famous landscape”, and Yoshino
Falls, where Yoshisune bathes horses from the "A
Prefectural Waterfall Tour" series. His large number
of works had influenced greatly on Impressionist and
Post-Impressionist artists.

2.Research result

Within specialized decoration module 1 in the
training program of the Department of Fashion
Design and Sewing Technology at the National
University of Art Education, the landscape decoration
exercise exploits specialized decorative elements
with very rich content and can inspire students to
perform exercises at a higher level. From the purpose
of improving the quality of teaching content and
finding more development directions for students'

homework composition. Through teaching practice,
students are new to the exercises and do not have
much knowledge of composition or the use of
knowledge that lacks practical experience, which is
necessary to perform landscape exercises effectively.
Studying from the masterpieces, find inspiration from
each artist and symbolic works of art, representing
human civilization, these are important suggestions
that make the instructor see the need to study more
closely about the beauty and decorative elements in
Hokusai's paintings. With the diverse and unique
combination languages of lines, shapes,
expressiveness, and graphic decorative elements,
"Great waves off Kanagawa" is a landscape of
Yokohama in Kanagawa Prefecture. This series of
prints are on display at Metropolitan Museum of Art
in New York. It represents the woodblock printing
style of Japan, which later influenced greatly to
European artists such as Van Gogh, Cezanne.

The decorative pattern with Japanese spirit is clear
and simple, the main element is "Great wave" which
is clearly described in detail the majestic beauty, the
fierce part of nature, the stylized details and the study
has a typical and highly generalized representation.
The landscape painting series "The Great Waves off
Kanagawa" reveals the power of nature through the
images of the waves. The strong, fast, rushing
rhythmic rhythm is described by blue streaks that both
reflect the structure of the wave and express the
direction of movement. The parallel rhythm and
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interweaving of colors are very close to the
brushstroke of Impressionist artists in Europe.
Unique composition: The ocean space has
undulating water waves of high and low. There is a
contrast of the vast sea surface and the rising rolling
waves. Waves with a kinked line describe the surface
structure of a wave that continuously creates a
rushing rhythm, contrasting with the wavy waves.
The theme of big waves has been an inspiration
subject for a long time, related to the artist's long
emotional circuit; it shows that expression is a result
of the artist's long-term contemplation process. The
Japanese spirit exudes is a coherent and free
condensation. This highlights the decorativeness in
these pieces.

"The wind is calm in the clear sky" (Image credit:

"Calm Wind, Clear Sky" made in 1830-1832 is part
of a series of images of Mount Fuji printed in
woodblock prints. The print depicts the scenery of
Mt. Fuji in fine weather, where the beauty of the
majestic mountain can be seen against the
background of the dark blue sky, interspersed with
the white of the clouds. The mountain is red, and the
grass at the foot of the mountain is green, also known
as Red Mt. Fuji. Motion effect of clouds in the sky,
the view of an early autumn morning, a southerly
wind, a clear blue sky, and a bright red sunrise over
Mt. Fuji, Those moments were recreated although
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abstract in composition, it shows the typical
characteristic of nature, especially when compared
to the rest of the series. The three shades of dark blue
of the sky reflect the 3 colors of the mountain, the
remaining snow at the top and the dark patch
covering the forest at the foot of the mountain. It is
the same composition but there are many different
correlations and nuances. As depicted in the early
morning scene, the color of the mountain is white
printed on the clear blue sky on the horizon with a
layer of light blue.

The decorative element in the series "Calm Wind in
the Clear Sky" is the beauty between the calm
element of the sky and the majestic contrast of the
mountain representing the spirit of Japan, the
scenery of the sky and the beauty of the magnificent
mountain are enhanced in every detail and lines. The
contrast between the red color of Mt. Fuji and the
color of the clear blue sky, the study of real
correlation, the simple combination of hot and cold
contrasting colors. Between the solid mass of the
mountain, and the indefinite transformation of the
clouds and sky. Stylization is the characteristic of the
decorative element, the stylization is to clarify and
highlight the characteristics of the object reflecting
reality, distilling and enhancing the shaping value,
the beauty of the cube and the contours of the whole
of Mount Fuji. The proactive estimation and
brushstroke depict a realistic and impressive
description of how the scene of the red mountain
changes and imprinted on the sky vividly in the scene
that appears in front of our eyes. All are drastically
simplified but still contain meticulous, specific, and
subtle observations expressed in each concrete line,
and visual thinking. Being active in the way of seeing
and observing as well as the ability to shape the
infinite beauty of the sea into a concrete image within
the framework of a picture composition.

The inspiration comes from nature and the beauty of
the landscape in a real way creates many ideas, and
aspiration to build more images related to personal
emotions. Seeing the continuation and many stories
that can be continued, expanding, developing and
forming ideas that contribute to students' reference in
the process of carrying out exercises on landscape
decoration paintings.

The Japanese spirit of indomitability and freedom
are presented in the decorative elements in Hokusai's
landscape paintings. The emotions come from the
spirit and the immense beauty of the sea, taming
nature as well as being in harmony with nature. The
brushstroke and expression create the beauty of
expression and uniqueness in Hokusai's prints. Start
with the composition of line. Students doing a
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decorative landscape lesson should look for
contrasting elements to highlight the correlation of
the composition or even the color correlation.
Guiding students to do landscape or still life
decoration exercises, one should pay attention to the
contrast of line composition and shape composition.
In a line composition, direction of lines will change
the whole composition. Hokusai's work explores
bold lines. Besides, the colors will change the overall
space of the work, the early morning scene in
summer, the mountain scene in winter and the fog in
spring. The color overlapped technique with the old
color slightly exposed creates a thick and deep effect
that is true, vivid, and subtly changes and transforms
like actual correlation. The research direction finds
new nuances to create changes in space, contributing
to opening many solutions. Color correlation in a
reasonable way with research drawn from
experience for students in the process of doing the
exercise later.

The research topic explores the beauty from the
decorative elements between the shapes, colors and
angular compositions; cutting scenes to build
landscape works with symbolic value that impress
the viewer's aesthetics.

Understanding the artistic value and aesthetic
concept has built landscape paintings that impress
posterity. Analyze and learn the factors that make up
your own beauty. Researching and applying that
unique combination in practicing landscape
decoration exercises, contributing to increasing the
aesthetic awareness of learners to improve the
quality of teaching and help the self-learning process
be more effective, contributing to meeting the needs
ofteaching and learning Fine Arts.

3. Conclusion

Hokusai's paintings are unique, with a delicate
aesthetic because of the beauty of the content and
expressed in delicate carvings, a form that is
distinctive of Japanese art. The ability to express
large scenes and the grandeur of space, while
engraving into seemingly small and very exquisite
details, these artistic techniques bring the effect of
helping to enhance the magnificence. Once again, it
can be seen about the contributions of Hokusai to
Japanese art and world art, and to human civilization.
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
