n the context of accelerated digital economic transformation, digital trade barriers -
] including data localization mandates, cross-border data flow restrictions, source
code disclosure obligations, and digital service taxation - have emerged as critical
impediments to international commerce. This paper examines the instrumental role of deep
integration free trade agreements (CPTPP, EVFTA, RCEP) in mitigating these barriers
through comprehensive commitments encompassing data flow liberalization, intellectual
property rights protection, tariff elimination on digital products, mutual recognition of
digital signatures, and online consumer protection frameworks. Drawing upon a critical
assessment of Vietnam’s current implementation of these treaty obligations, the paper
articulates six strategic policy recommendations aimed at enhancing legal harmonization,
strengthening digital infrastructure and capabilities, and optimizing the utilization of
international commitments to advance sustainable digital trade development.
