his article examines the theoretical foundations of regional innovation systems
@and critically analyzes international experiences from Finland, the Republic of
Korea, China, and the Netherlands to derive policy recommendations for Vietnam.
Drawing upon the theoretical frameworks of innovation systems and the Triple/Quadruple
Helix models, the study elucidates the roles of key stakeholders and delineates various
innovation governance architectures. The comparative analysis reveals that successful
regional innovation ecosystems typically exhibit three core characteristics: (i) the presence
of an institutional anchor serving as a coordinating mechanism, (ii) the implementation of
smart specialization strategies aligned with regional competitive advantages, and (iii) the
establishment of multi-tiered governance structures facilitating vertical integration
between central and subnational authorities. Building upon these empirical findings, the
article synthesizes critical insights and articulates policy implications for strengthening
regional innovation capacity in the Vietnamese context.
