his research examines the effects of receiving remittances on household

expenditure behaviors in the Mekong Delta by using the Vietnam Household
Living Standard Survey (VHLSS) 2020. As findings show, the proportion of health and food
expenditure in receiving households is higher than that of households without remittances.
On the other hand, the proportion of durable asset expenditure of receiving households is
lower than that of those without receiving. This research concludes that remittances of
households in the Mekong Delta are used in health and food to help households improve
their living condition rather than invested in durable assets. Remittances can create more
opportunities for the economy to develop services, such as hospitals, healthcare centers,
and food and beverage distribution channels.
