his article examines the impact of urbanization on multidimensional poverty in

Vietnam, utilizing two econometric techniques to analyze provincial-level panel
data encompassing 63 provinces in Vietnam from 2016 to 2023. As there is cross-sectional
dependence in the data, we have used the panel-corrected standard errors (PCSE) model.
Additionally, we have employed the feasible generalized least squares (FGLS) estimation
model to ensure the accuracy of our results, taking into account the presence of
heteroscedasticity and fixed effects. The research shows that urbanization has played a
significant role in reducing multidimensional poverty in Vietnam. According to the
research, multidimensional poverty in Vietnam is also shaped by various factors, including
economic development, human capital accumulation, foreign direct investment,
institutional quality, and the population growth rate. Drawing from empirical evidence, the
article offers compelling policy recommendations for addressing multidimensional poverty
in Vietnam. The research highlights the crucial role of urbanization in reducing
multidimensional poverty.
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
