his paper investigates the factors influencing foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows

into localities in Vietnam within the context of the Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership (RCEP) agreement. Employing the FGLS model to analyze secondary data from
governmental agencies, this study confirms the significance of traditional factors such as
market size, infrastructure, and labor costs. Furthermore, the research highlights the notable
impact of technological innovation and environmental governance - factors previously
receiving less attention. Interestingly, the results indicate that RCEP has a negative impact on
FDI inflows into localities, possibly due to the effects of its early implementation stage.The
study concludes with policy recommendations to better attract and utilize FDI for Vietnam's
sustainable economic growth.
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
