he article analyzes the process of economic institutional innovation and reform in

Vietham from 1986 to present, focusing on two main pillars: economic
liberalization and administrative reform. Based on a number of economic theoretical
frameworks, the article clarifies the role of institutions in reducing transaction costs,
protecting property rights, promoting innovation, improving productivity and national
competitiveness. Notable reforms include equitization of state-owned enterprises,
restructuring the public sector, simplifying administrative procedures, reforming the legal
framework and committing to international integration. These measures have contributed
significantly to bringing Vietnam from a crisis economy to maintaining high growth rates,
deeply integrating into the global value chain and improving the human development
index. To maintain the momentum of development and overcome “bottlenecks”, Vietnam
needs to continue to improve its economic institutions towards transparency,
synchronization and adaptation to globalization, the fourth industrial revolution and
digital transformation.
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
